At this point in the school year we are at the beginning of the second semester and at the point where the students are really beginning to feel more comfortable with their knowledge and function more productively and independently.

Reflection/Parent Communication Logs:  Parent feedback indicates that parents are in favor of and appreciate the weekly updates on what their kids are learning.  It provides an opportunity for genuine back and forth dialogue about what is specifically taking place with academic learning.  Students are demonstrating weekly with their conversations what they are learning with their parents.

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Money Language/Accountable Talk:  While students initially seemed to only remember to use “money language” when I reminded them of the class cash, they are getting “caught” more often implementing accountable talk without prompting from me and when they are working in their cooperative learning groups.  In addition to the character education lessons that are taught, I am dealing with fewer incidents of behavioral incidents in small group settings.  I am really proud of the meaningful and respectful ways the students are communicating with each other.
University of Chicago Partnership:  Our university partners are continuing the weekly science sessions.  Plans are underway for the students to spend a day on campus learning more about the campus and science programs at U of C.  
I am really proud of the progress we are making and am looking forward to kicking this into high gear with the arrival of the science fair process.
